SPORTING & TECHNICAL REGULATIONS
The following are the formal technical regulations of the championship. This formal system is essential but not sufficient, no set of regulations can cover all contingencies, and no system of policing can detect all violations. The championship depends more on the conscience of the individual than on the strictness of the regulations or the efficiency of it’s policing. If championship vehicle control is ever conducted on the principal that anything goes that is not explicitly forbidden, the purpose of the regulations will be frustrated and the championship’s reputation seriously damaged. Each member of the championship must make a conscientious effort to conduct himself at all times in accordance with the spirit as well as the letter of the regulations.

2010 – MG Midget Challenge
1. Sporting Regulations - General

1.1 Title & Jurisdiction:

The MG Midget Challenge is organised and administered by the MG Car Club (MGCC) in accordance with the General Regulations of the Royal Automobile Club Motor Sports Association (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Codes of the FIA) and these Championship Regulations.

MSA Championship Permit No CHR2010/091
 Race Status: National 'B' Race.

MSA Championship Grade: C

1.2 - Officials:

1.2.1 - Co-ordinator: L Quinn

1.2.2 – Licenced Eligibility Scrutineer: D F D Smith

1.2.3 - Championship Stewards: P Best, M Chittenden, C Stancombe.

1.3 - Competitor Eligibility:

1.3.1 - Entrants must be fully paid up valid membership card holding members

of the MGCC and in possession of a valid 2010 MSA Entrants licence.

1.3.2 - Drivers and Entrant/Drivers must be fully paid up valid membership card holding members of the MGCC , be registered for the Championship and be in possession of valid Competition (Racing) National 'B' minimum licence, or be a professional driver in possession of a valid Licence (featuring the EU flag) and medical, issued by the ASN of a member country of the European Union. 

A competitor shall not take time off school to participate in motor sport without the prior written approval of their school. If participation in the Championship requires absence from school, drivers in full time education are required to have the approval of their head teacher and a letter stating such approval from his/her school in order to fulfil registration for the Championship.
1.3.3 - All necessary documentation must be presented for checking at all rounds when signing-on.

1.3.4 - ROAD GOING CLASS CHAMPIONSHIP - (Group C):

A reasonable level of personal sponsorship is allowed.

Any non-official sponsorship advertising on competing cars is limited to the front wings and boot lid areas only.

All Classes:- The official Championship decals are mandatory and must be carried in the pre-designated or otherwise agreed areas to entitle entry to the race start grid and score Championship points.

Any advertising permitted in other race series written on the vehicle must be solidly and totally obliterated prior to and during practice and the race.

1.4. Registration:

All drivers must register as competitors for the championship by returning the Registration Form with the Registration Fee to the Co-ordinator prior to the Final Closing date for the first round being entered.

1.4.2 The Registration Fee is £150 - Made payable to: The Midget Competition Group.

1.4.3 Registrations will be accepted from 1st January 2010 until 1st October 2010.

1.4.4 Registration numbers will be the permanent Competition numbers for the Championship.

1.5 Championship Rounds:

The MG Midget Challenge will be contested over the number of rounds shown on the 2010 Calendar for Groups A, B & C. (see page 3)

Number of races to count is detailed in 2010 Calendar.

1.6 Scoring: To score Championship points See 1.3.4. 
1.6.1 Points will be awarded to Competitors listed as classified finishers in the Final Results as follows:- 

1st = 10, 2nd = 8, 3rd = 6, 4th = 5, etc. down to 2 for 7th place. All other finishers receive one point, plus one extra point for pole position & fastest lap in each class. 
Additional points are awarded to reflect grid size, calculated as follows:- Number of starters in class minus finishing positions in class including DNF’s as detailed in classified results.
e.g. Finishing 3rd with 7 starters in class  (6+4=10)

Race starters with race entry submitted on or before race organisers’ official entry closing date receive one point

1.6.2 The totals from the best ten scoring rounds determine final championship points and positions.

1.6.3 Ties will be resolved using the formula in Q3.4. in the 2010 MSA Yearbook.

1.7 Awards
1.7.1 All awards are to be provided by the Organising Club.

1.7.2 Per Round: Groups A, B & C – Trophies for 1st, 2nd & 3rd places in each class subject to 3, 5 &7 runners. Winners garland for overall race winner.
1.7.3 Championships:

End of season trophies for all Classes will be provided by the Midget Competition Group.

1.7.4 BONUSES:

Per round: NIL

Per championship: NIL

1.7.5 PRESENTATIONS:

Garlands and trophies are to be provided for presentation at the end of each race to each class winner.

1.7.6 Entertainment Tax Liability - No payments are made to non-UK residents.

1.7.7. Title to all trophies:

In the event of any Provisional Results or Championship Tables being revised after any provisional presentations and such revisions affect the distribution of any awards the Competitors concerned must return such awards to the Organising Club in good condition within 7 days

2. SPORTING REGULATIONS - JUDICIAL PROCEDURES
2.1. Disputes on the Sporting Regulations and their application by the Championship Co-ordinator will be settled by the Championship Stewards in accordance with MSA Regulations, these Regulations and any official bulletins that have been issued. The case for any dispute must initially be submitted to the Championship Co-ordinator in writing together with the appropriate MSA legislated protest or appeal fee. The Stewards judgement will be subject only to the Right of Appeal to the MSA.

2.2. Rounds: In accordance with Section C of the 2010 MSA Yearbook.

2.3 Championship In accordance with the Section C of the 2010 MSA Yearbook.

3 .SPORTING REGULATIONS - CHAMPIONSHIP RACE MEETINGS & RACE PROCEDURES.

3.1 Entries.

3.1.1 Competitors are responsible for sending in correct and complete entries with the correct entry fee prior to the Organising Club entry dates which shall be prescribed by the Organising Club before each round.

3.1.2 Incorrect or incomplete entries (Including Driver to be Nominated Entries) are to be held in abeyance until they are complete and correct and the date of receipt for acceptance of entry purposes shall be the date on which the Secretary of the Meeting receives the missing or corrected information or fee.

3.1.3 Any withdrawal of Entry or Driver/Car changes made after acceptance of any entry must be notified to the Secretary of the Meeting in writing. If Driver/Vehicle changes are made after publication of Entry Lists with Final Instructions the Competitor concerned must apply for approval of acceptance by the Stewards of the Meeting BEFORE Signing-On.

3.1.4 The Maximum Entry fee for each round shall be: Private Entry & Trade Entry: As prescribed by Organising Club.

3.1.5 In the event of any rounds being oversubscribed the Organising Clubs, in liaison with the MG Midget Challenge may at their discretion run Qualifying Races. For Qualifying Race Procedure see Appendix 3.13 of these regulations.

3.1.6 Reserves are to be nominated on the Final List of Entries published with the Final Instructions or Amendment Sheet Bulletins. All reserves will practice and replace withdrawn or retired entries Reserve Number order irrespective of class. If reserves are given Grid places prior to issue of the first grid sheet for any round the times set in practice shall determine their grid positions. If reserves are given places after publication of grid sheet and prior to cars being collected in the official 'Assembly Areas' they will be placed at the rear of the grid and started without any time delay. Otherwise, they will be held in the Pit-lane and released to start the GREEN FLAG LAP or last car to take the start has passed the start-line or pit-lane exit, whichever is the later. Such approval to start MUST be obtained from the Clerk of the Course.

3.2 Briefings:

Organisers should notify Competitors of the times and locations for all briefings in the Final Instructions for the meeting. Competitors must attend all meetings.

3.3 Practice:

The minimum period of practice to be provided is to be specified in the MSA Regulations in respect of circuit lengths.

Should any practice Session be interrupted the Clerk of the Course shall not be obliged to resume the session or re-run sessions to achieve the championship criteria and the decision of the Clerk of the Course shall be final.

3.4 Qualification:

Each driver should complete a minimum of 3 laps practice in the car to be raced and in the correct session in order to qualify for selection and order of precedence as set out in the MSA Regulations Q4.5. The Clerk of the Course and/or Stewards of the Meeting shall have the right to exclude any driver whose practice times or driving are considered to be unsatisfactory - as per MSA Regulations Q4.5.
3.5 Races:
The standard minimum scheduled distance shall be as prescribed by Organising Club but should any race distance be reduced at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course or Stewards of the Meeting it shall still count as a full points scoring round.

(The procedure for qualification races is specified in 3.13)

3.6 Starts:

3.6.1 All race start countdowns are to have a minimum elapsed period of 3 minutes from the time all cars are released to form up on the grid to the start of the green flag lap(s) in the formation as specified on the Track Licence for each circuit.

3.6.2 The minimum countdown procedures/audible warnings sequence shall be:-

Standing Starts

1 Minute to start of Green Flag/pace Lap - Start engines/Clear Grid

30 seconds - Visible and audible warning for start of Green Flag/Pace Lap

3.6.3 The use of tyre heating/heat retention devices, tyre treatments and compounds is prohibited.

3.6.4 Any cars removed from the grid after the 1 minute stage or driven into pits on Green Flag lap shall be held in the pit lane and may start the race after the last car to take the start from the grid has passed the start line or pit-lane exit, whichever is the later

3.6.5 Any drivers unable to start the Green Flag/Pace lap or start are required to indicate their situation as per MSA Regulation Q12.13.2. and any drivers unable to maintain grid positions on the Green Flag Lap to the extent that all other cars are ahead of them, may complete the Green Flag Lap but must remain at the rear of the last row of the grid but ahead of any cars to be started with a time delay.

3.6.6 Excessive weaving to warm-up tyres - using more than 50% of the track width, and falling back in order to accelerate and practice starts, is prohibited.

3.6.7 A five second board will be used to indicate that the grid is complete. The red lights will be switched on five seconds after the board is withdrawn.

In the event of any starting lights failure the Starter will revert to use of the National Flag.

3.7 Race Stops:
As per Q5.4. of current MSA Yearbook.
3.7.1 Should the need arise to stop any race or practice, RED LIGHTS will be switched on at the start line and RED FLAGS will be displayed at the start line and at all Marshal’s Signalling Points around the circuit.

This is the signal for all drivers to cease circulating at racing speeds, to slow to a safe and reasonable pace and to return to starting grid area which will automatically become a Parc Ferme area. 

Cars may not enter the pits unless directed to do so. Work on cars already in the pits must cease when the race is stopped.

3.7.2 Case A - Less than two laps completed by Race leader. As prescribed by Organising Club.
3.7.3 Case B - More than two laps completed by Race Leader but less than 75%. As prescribed by Organising Club.

3.7.4 If the leader has completed more than 75% of race distance or duration it shall not be re-started and the results shall be declared in accordance with MSA Regulations Q5.4.3. unless the Clerk of the Course, in consultation with the Stewards deem it appropriate to restart the race.

3.8 Re-Scrutiny
All vehicles reported in contact incidents during races or practice must be re-presented to the Scrutineers before continuing in the races or practice.
3.9 Pits & Pitlane Safety:

3.9.1 Pits. Entrants must ensure that the MSA, Circuit Management and Organising Club Safety Regulations are complied with at all times.

3.9.2 Pitlane. The outer lane or lanes are to be kept unobstructed to allow safe passage of cars at all times. The onus shall be on all drivers to take all due care and drive at minimum speed in pit-lanes.

3.9.3 Refuelling: May only be carried out in accordance with the MSA Regulations Q13, Circuit Management Regulations and the SR's or Final Instructions issued for each Circuit/Meeting.

3.9.4 Speed Limit. Pit lane speed limit will be set by the Organising Club.

3.10 Race Finishes:
After taking the chequered flag drivers are required to: Progressively and safely slow down, remain behind any competitor ahead of them, return to the Pit lane Entrance/Paddock Entrance as instructed, comply with any directions given by Marshals or Officials and to keep the helmets on harnesses done up while on the circuit or in the pitlane.

3.11 Results:
All Practice Timesheets, Grids, Race Results are to be deemed PROVISIONAL until all vehicles are released by Scrutineers after Post Practice/Race Scrutineering and/or after completion of any Judicial or Technical Procedures.

3.12 Timing Modules: Not applicable.
3.13 Qualification Races: As detailed in events supplementary regulations.
3.14 Operation of Safety Car
3.14.1 The Safety Car will be brought into operation to neutralise a race upon the sole decision of the Clerk of the Course. The Safety Car will be driven by an experienced circuit driver and will carry an observer capable of recognising all competing cars and who is in permanent radio contract with race control.
3.14.2 The Safety Car, yellow/amber lights illuminated, will normally join and exit the circuit from the pit lane and the Safety Car boards will be shown initially from the start/finish line, If these locations are to be varied specific written instructions and verbal briefings will be issued detailing the exact locations to be used.

3.14.3 On the order from the Clerk of the Course, the Safety Car will join the circuit with its flashing lights on, regardless of where the race leader is.

3.14.4 When the order is given to deploy the Safety Car a waved yellow flag and "SC" board will be displayed at the start/finish line. The waved yellow flags and “SC” boards will flow around the circuit in both directions, as adjacent post displays both their waved yellow flags and “SC” board. The system may be supplemented by a message being broadcast to all marshals’ posts if such a communication system is available.
3.14.5 Flashing yellow lights may be used at the start line and at other points around the circuit.

3.14.6 All competing cars, when notified of the Safety Car intervention (by the flag signals, SC boards, or by any other means) will reduce speed and line up behind the Safety Car, no more than five car lengths apart, and maintaining the same speed as it. Overtaking or overlapping of any other competing car during a Safety Car intervention is forbidden. Overtaking a Safety Car is forbidden unless the particular competitor concerned is signalled to overtake the Safety Car by the observer in the Safety Car

3.14.7 When ordered to do so by the Clerk of the Course, the observer in the Safety Car will wave past any cars between the Safety Car and the race leader. These cars will continue at reduced speed and without overtaking until they reach the line of cars behind the Safety Car.

3.14.8 While the Safety Car is in operation, competing cars may enter the Pit Lane, but may only rejoin the track when signalled to do so and not when the Safety Car and the line of cars following it are about to pass or are passing the pit exit. A car re-joining the track must proceed at an appropriate speed until it reaches the end of the line of cars behind the Safety Car.

3.14.9 The Safety Car will remain in operation until at least the majority of competing cars on the circuit are lined up behind it.

3.14.10 When the Clerk of the Course calls in the Safety Car it will extinguish the yellow/amber flashing lights prior to exiting the circuit. This would normally be such that a minimum of 25% of a lap for circuits over 2 miles and 50% of a lap for circuits under 2 miles should be completed with its lights extinguished.

3.14.11 Following the Safety Car extinguishing its lights, and prior to passing the green flag, the race leader will dictate the pace and, if necessary, fall more than five car lengths behind the Safety Car. In order to avoid the likelihood of accidents before the safety car returns to the pits, from the point at which the lights on the car are extinguished drivers must proceed at a pace which involves no erratic acceleration or braking nor any other manoeuvre which is likely to endanger other drivers or impede the restart.

3.14.12 As the Safety Car is approaching the pit entry, the green flag will be displayed at the start/finish line and the “SC” board withdrawn. Following this display of the start signal yellow flags and “SC” boards at the marshals’ posts will be withdrawn and replaced with a waved green flag for one lap. The waved green flag will flow around the circuit in both directions, as an adjacent post displays their waved green flag. This system may be simultaneously broadcast to all marshals’ posts if such a communication system is available. Overtaking remains strictly forbidden until the start signal at the start/finish line is passed.

3.14.13 Each lap covered while the Safety Car is in service will be counted as a race lap unless specified to the contrary in Championship regulations.

3.14.14 Under certain circumstances the Clerk of the Course may ask the Safety Car to use the pit lane. In this case, and providing its yellow/amber lights remain illuminated, all cars must follow it into the pit lane without overtaking. Any car entering the pit lane under these circumstances may stop at its designated garage area.

3.14.15 Should it be necessary to stop a race during a Safety Car deployment the Safety Car, with all competing cars following, will pass through the red flag at the start/finish line, complete one further lap at reduced speed and then, once the Safety Car comes to a stop at a position indicated by the Safety Car observer (which will usually be either the grid or Parc Ferme), all competing cars must stop behind it unless otherwise directed.
3.14.16 In exceptional circumstances the following may apply:

(i) 
The race may be started behind the Safety Car. In this case its flashing yellow/amber lights will be turned on at the two minute signal. This is the signal to the Entrants/Drivers that the race will be started behind the Safety Car and it will remain at the front of the grid during the remainder of the countdown. When the Green Flag is shown at the start/finish line, the Safety Car will leave the grid and all cars will follow in single file in grid order no more than (5) five car lengths apart. The race will be deemed to have started when the Safety Car leaves the grid and the Green Flag is displayed.
(ii) 
Cars will leave the grid in single file grid order behind the Safety Car under the instruction of the Chief Start/Finish Line Marshall. Cars will remain in single file without overtaking, except that a car that falls behind may regain its grid position if the car behind it could not avoid passing without unduly delaying the remainder of the field. In this case, Drivers may overtake to re-establish their original grid starting order. If a car falls to the back of the grid, it must remain at the back of the grid.
(iii) 
Any car(s) delayed leaving the grid may not overtake another moving car if stationary after the remainder of the cars had crossed the line. In this case the car(s) shall remain at the back of the grid, in the order they left the grid.
(iv) 
A time penalty or Drive Through Penalty may be imposed on any Driver who, in the opinion of the Clerk of the Course, unnecessarily overtakes another Driver during these laps.

(v) 
The ”SC” boards and yellow flags will be displayed at Marshals’ Signalling Posts around the circuit until the Clerk of the Course withdraws the Safety Car from use in accordance with regulation 3.14.10, 3.14.11. and 3.14.12.
(vi) 
All laps undertaken in this start procedure will be deemed to be counted as race laps.
3.14.17. Any car being driven unnecessarily slowly, erratically or which is deemed potentially dangerous to other drivers at any time whilst the safety car is deployed will be reported to the Clerk of the Course. This will apply whether any such car is being driven on the track, the pit entry or the pit lane.
4. CHAMPIONSHIP RACE PENALTIES:
4.1 Infringement of Technical Regulations:

4.1.1 Arising from post practice Scrutineering or Judicial Action:

Minimum Penalty: The provisions of MSA Regulations: C3.3.

4.1.2 Arising from post race Scrutineering or Judicial Action:

Minimum Penalty: The provision of MSA regulations: C3.5.1. (a) and (b).

For infringements deemed to be of a more serious nature the Clerk of the Course and/or Stewards of the meeting are to invoke the provisions of Regulation C3.5.1. (c).

4.1.3 Additional Specific Championship penalties: Nil

4.2 Infringements of non-technical MSA Regulations and the Sporting Regulations issued for the Championship:

As per 2010 MSA Judicial Procedure Regulations.

5. TECHNICAL REGULATIONS
5(1) INTRODUCTION:
The following Technical Regulations are set out in accordance with the MSA specified format and it should be clearly understood that - 

if the following texts do not clearly specify that you can DO IT

YOU SHOULD WORK ON THE PRINCIPLE THAT YOU CANNOT.
ELIGIBILITY CHECKS: All cars will be subject to normal pre-race safety scrutiny. Checks for eligibility may take place at this time or at any time during a race meeting, either before or after the race.

· All engines must have two cylinder head studs drilled, two timing cover bolts and two sump bolts, on one side of the engine, to enable locking wire to be inserted. When any engine or other component is sealed these seals must not be removed without the prior authority of the MSA Scrutineer.

· Any engine will be inspected in accordance with J3.1.4.
· Any cost of stripping or rebuilding for inspection where an engine has been sealed at the specific request of the Midget Group Scrutineer or his representative will be the responsibility of the competitor.

· It must be understood that the responsibility for ensuring the car complies with the regulations lies entirely with the competitor, and if he has any doubt at all a written request for confirmation must be made to the Championship Co-ordinator.
5(2) GENERAL DESCRIPTION:-

The MG Midget Challenge is for Competitors participating in - 
MG Midget/Austin Healey Sprite vehicles and include historic bodied versions of these cars as follows:
Ashley, Lenham, Sebring, Speedwell, WSM, to which MG Midget Challenge regulations prevail overall.
5(3) SAFETY REQUIREMENTS:

The following articles of MSA Appendix Section K Safety Criteria Regulations will apply:-.

[K1.2.1. to K1.7. minimum Drawing 1 or 2], [K2.1.2. Four Point], K3.1.1, 
K5, K6, K8, K9, K10, K13, K14.
5(4) GENERAL REQUIREMENTS & EXCEPTIONS:

Group A = Fully Modified Cars

Group B = Race Modified Cars

Group C = Road Going Cars

Cars must comply with MSA General Technical Requirements as detailed in current Yearbook sections Section J & Section Q
5(5) CHASSIS:

All Groups - The chassis or unitary construction of the car must remain to the Manufacturers Specifications in construction and material except as defined below:-

Groups A & B - Reinforcing of chassis permitted.

Group A: The boot floor, rear outriggers, outer part of rear wheel arch and inner rear wheel arch behind wheel centre may be removed. The battery & heater tray, front outriggers, and front wheel arches may be removed. Front suspension top turrets may be cut back to original mountings and still use original pick up points.
Group B: Front inner arches may be removed. All other areas of the body shell must remain intact, except where mentioned elsewhere in these regulations.

5(6) BODYWORK:

5(6).1 PERMITTED MODIFICATIONS:

1. GENERAL: All Groups- Front & rear bumpers may be removed.

Group A - Flyscreens allowed

2. INTERIOR: All Groups: Original seats, carpet, trim may be removed, alternative drivers seat may be fitted.

Group C - Passenger seat optional or original OE seat may be replaced with matching racing seat.

3. EXTERIOR: (FRONT) All Groups - Front wings/valance/bonnet may be replaced in alternative material.

Group A - Doors, rear wings, boot lid and rear valance may be replaced in alternative material.

Group B - Doors & boot lid may be replaced in alternative material. Rear body may also be replaced but must be permanently bonded and steel boot floor retained. Quick release assemblies are not allowed.
