 I have put some notes together from memory. Hope no one objects too violently! 
 

 

There was the usual lively discussion reflecting a wide range of opinions!
 

The key points were:
 

Mentoring
 - This year we have  welcomed several new drivers and it was great to hear that they found we were a friendly and helpful bunch!
 

However starting racing is a very daunting experience and the newbies were a little reluctant to 'bother' people (as they saw it) for advice.
 

It was suggested that Larry should 'announce' new entrants on the web site and ideally put them in touch with an established driver who will act as a buddy, making sure they knew where to sign on etc.
 

Could Drivers introduce themselves to new comers and make sure they know what they are doing (so far as any of us know what we are doing!) at the circuits 
 

Tyres
- Silverstone competition tyres are keen to provide tyres and servicing for the series, particularly slicks for Class A and B. Their costs would be considerably cheaper than existing brands.
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The problem is that they do not have suitable tyres ''off the shelf '' but would be happy to produce a couple of sets for us to test. Their aim would be that we should adopt the them as control tyres for the series.
 

The feeling of the meeting was that control tyres for class B would not be a problem but Class A drivers were less sure. Any decision would of course be dependent on successful tests.
 

If we are considering control tyres it was suggested we should explore the possibilities with other suppliers. Tim Storrer and Gil Duffy were  'volunteered to approach Yokohama and Avon to see what might be available.
 

Gearboxes
- Concern was expressed that there had been an unusually large number of gearbox failures this year. It was suggested that we should consider allowing Ford boxes.
 

There was considerable discussion which reflected a reluctance to move away from Midget components but it was proposed that Tim and Gil should look into the costs and options of a Ford box to report back during the year.
 

Period non standard Midgets
-For 2005 we opened the championship to Midget derived cars which did not meet the original silhouette rule provided the body shapes were available 'in period'
 

Some concern was expressed that this would make cars with radical suspension modifications eligible for the 'Standard' Class C. 

 

It was decided to continue to invite all such cars but to reserve the right for Larry to determine which class was appropriate for any specific car. [image: image2.png]
